Questions to the Candidate:
1.	 Do you believe the Scriptures of  the Old and New Testaments, as originally given, to 

be the inerrant Word of  God, the only infallible rule of  faith and practice?
2.	 Do you sincerely receive and adopt the Confession of  Faith and the Catechisms of  this 

Church, as containing the system of  doctrine taught in the Holy Scriptures; and do 
you further promise that if  at any time you find yourself  out of  accord with any of  the 
fundamentals of  this system of  doctrine, you will, on your own initiative, make known 
to your Session the change which has taken place in your views since the assumption 
of  this ordination vow?

3.	 Do you approve of  the form of  government and discipline of  the Presbyterian Church 
in America, in conformity with the general principles of  biblical polity?

4.	 Do you accept the office of  deacon in this church, and promise faithfully to perform all 
the duties thereof, and to endeavor by the grace of  God to adorn the profession of  the 
Gospel in your life, and to set a worthy example before the Church of  which God has 
made you an officer?

5.	 Do you promise subjection to your brethren in the Lord?
6.	 Do you promise to strive for the purity, peace, unity and edification of  the Church?

Question to the Congregation:
Do you, the members of  this church, acknowledge and receive this brother as a deacon, and 
do you promise to yield him all that honor, encouragement, and obedience in the Lord to 
which his office, according to the Word of  God and the Constitution of  this Church, enti-
tles him?

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Scripture Lesson
8 Formerly, when you did not know God, 

you were enslaved to those that by nature 
are not gods. 9 But now that you have come 
to know God, or rather to be known by God, 
how can you turn back again to the weak and 
worthless elementary principles of  the world, 
whose slaves you want to be once more? 10 
You observe days and months and seasons 
and years! 11 I am afraid I may have labored 
over you in vain.

12 Brothers, I entreat you, become as I am, 
for I also have become as you are. You did 
me no wrong. 13 You know it was because of  
a bodily ailment that I preached the gospel to 
you at first, 14 and though my condition was 
a trial to you, you did not scorn or despise 
me, but received me as an angel of  God, as 
Christ Jesus. 15 What then has become of  your 

blessedness? For I testify to you that, if  possi-
ble, you would have gouged out your eyes and 
given them to me. 16 Have I then become your 
enemy by telling you the truth? 17 They make 
much of  you, but for no good purpose. They 
want to shut you out, that you may make much 
of  them. 18 It is always good to be made much 
of  for a good purpose, and not only when I 
am present with you, 19 my little children, for 
whom I am again in the anguish of  childbirth 
until Christ is formed in you! 20 I wish I could 
be present with you now and change my tone, 
for I am perplexed about you.
