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First Scripture Lesson
	 1 Moreover, Ahithophel said to Absalom, 
“Let me choose twelve thousand men, and I will 
arise and pursue David tonight. 2 I will come 
upon him while he is weary and discouraged 
and throw him into a panic, and all the people 
who are with him will flee. I will strike down 
only the king, 3 and I will bring all the people 
back to you as a bride comes home to her hus-
band. You seek the life of  only one man, and all 
the people will be at peace.” 4 And the advice 
seemed right in the eyes of  Absalom and all the 
elders of  Israel.
	 5 Then Absalom said, “Call Hushai the 
Archite also, and let us hear what he has to say.” 
6 And when Hushai came to Absalom, Absalom 
said to him, “Thus has Ahithophel spoken; shall 
we do as he says? If  not, you speak.” 7 Then 
Hushai said to Absalom, “This time the counsel 
that Ahithophel has given is not good.” 8 Hushai 
said, “You know that your father and his men 

are mighty men, and that they are enraged, like 
a bear robbed of  her cubs in the field. Besides, 
your father is expert in war; he will not spend 
the night with the people. 9 Behold, even now he 
has hidden himself  in one of  the pits or in some 
other place. And as soon as some of  the people 
fall at the first attack, whoever hears it will say, 
‘There has been a slaughter among the people 
who follow Absalom.’ 10 Then even the valiant 
man, whose heart is like the heart of  a lion, will 
utterly melt with fear, for all Israel knows that 
your father is a mighty man, and that those who 
are with him are valiant men. 11 But my counsel 
is that all Israel be gathered to you, from Dan to 
Beersheba, as the sand by the sea for multitude, 
and that you go to battle in person. 12 So we shall 
come upon him in some place where he is to be 
found, and we shall light upon him as the dew 
falls on the ground, and of  him and all the men 
with him not one will be left. 13 If  he withdraws

	 26 “Nevertheless, they were disobedient and 
rebelled against you and cast your law behind 
their back and killed your prophets, who had 
warned them in order to turn them back to 
you, and they committed great blasphemies.  
27 Therefore you gave them into the hand of  their 
enemies, who made them suffer. And in the time 
of  their suffering they cried out to you and you 
heard them from heaven, and according to your 
great mercies you gave them saviors who saved 
them from the hand of  their enemies. 28 But after 
they had rest they did evil again before you, and 
you abandoned them to the hand of  their ene-
mies, so that they had dominion over them. Yet 
when they turned and cried to you, you heard 
from heaven, and many times you delivered 
them according to your mercies. 29 And you 
warned them in order to turn them back to your 
law. Yet they acted presumptuously and did not 
obey your commandments, but sinned against 
your rules, which if  a person does them, he shall 
live by them, and they turned a stubborn shoul-
der and stiffened their neck and would not obey. 
30 Many years you bore with them and warned 
them by your Spirit through your prophets. Yet 
they would not give ear. Therefore you gave 
them into the hand of  the peoples of  the lands. 
31 Nevertheless, in your great mercies you did 

not make an end of  them or forsake them, for 
you are a gracious and merciful God.
	 32 “Now, therefore, our God, the great, the 
mighty, and the awesome God, who keeps cov-
enant and steadfast love, let not all the hardship 
seem little to you that has come upon us, upon 
our kings, our princes, our priests, our prophets, 
our fathers, and all your people, since the time 
of  the kings of  Assyria until this day. 33 Yet you 
have been righteous in all that has come upon 
us, for you have dealt faithfully and we have 
acted wickedly. 34 Our kings, our princes, our 
priests, and our fathers have not kept your law or 
paid attention to your commandments and your 
warnings that you gave them. 35 Even in their 
own kingdom, and amid your great goodness 
that you gave them, and in the large and rich 
land that you set before them, they did not serve 
you or turn from their wicked works. 36 Behold, 
we are slaves this day; in the land that you gave 
to our fathers to enjoy its fruit and its good gifts, 
behold, we are slaves. 37 And its rich yield goes 
to the kings whom you have set over us because 
of  our sins. They rule over our bodies and over 
our livestock as they please, and we are in great 
distress.
