Father in heaven, we confess this morning that far too often we fall into the trap of  
believing that we are justified by keeping the law. At other times we use our freedom in 
Christ as an opportunity for the flesh—an excuse to sin. Too often we do not walk by the 
Spirit, but rather we gratify the desires of  the flesh. Sanctify us by your Spirit that we will 
love our neighbors as ourselves.

 42 So is it with the resurrection of  the 
dead.

44 It is sown a natural 
body; it is raised a spiritual body. If  there is a  
natural body, there is also a spiritual body.

53 For this perishable body must 
put on the imperishable, and this mortal body 
must put on immortality. 54 When the perish-
able puts on the imperishable, and the mortal 
puts on immortality, then shall come to pass 
the saying that is written:

“Death is swallowed up in victory.”
55 “O death, where is your victory?
 O death, where is your sting?”

56 The sting of  death is sin, and the power of  
sin is the law. 57 But thanks be to God, who 
gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus 
Christ.
