Are Jacob’s children really the
possession of Laban? Did Jacob steal Laban’s livestock? We know we are sinners, but we also know we are forgiven
in Christ! So while we grieve and hate our sin and turn from it by the power of the Holy Spirit, we know we belong
to God and not Satan. This should be a sure comfort for us!
