We believe that the Bible is the Word of God, fully inspired and without error in the original
manuscripts, written under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit, and that it has supreme authority in

lll. God the Father

We believe in God the Father, an infinite, personal spirit, perfect in holiness, wisdom, power and
love.

IV. Jesus Christ

We believe in Jesus Christ, God's only begotten Son, conceived by the Holy Spirit. We believe
in His virgin birth, sinless life, miracles, and teachings. We believe in His substitutionary atoning
death, bodily resurrection, ascension into heaven, perpetual intercession for His people, and

personal visible return to earth.

V. The Holy Spirit

VI. Regeneration

We believe that man was created by God in His own image; that he sinned and thereby incurred
physical, spiritual and eternal death, which is separation from God; that as a consequence, all
human beings are born with a sinful nature and are sinners by choice and therefore under
condemnation. We believe that those who repent and forsake sin and trust Jesus Christ as
Savior are regenerated by the Holy Spirit and become new creatures, delivered from

VII. The Church

We believe in the universal church, a living, spiritual body of which Christ is the head and all
regenerated persons are members. We believe in the local church, consisting of a company of

VIII. Christian Conduct

We believe that a Christian should live for the glory of God and the well-being of his fellow men;

IX. The Ordinances

We believe that the Lord Jesus Christ has committed two ordinances to the local church,
baptism and the Lord's Supper. We believe that Christian baptism is the immersion of the
believer in water into the name of the triune God. We believe that the Lord's Supper was
instituted by Christ for commemoration of His death. We believe that these two ordinances

should be observed and administered until the return of the Lord Jesus Christ. Matthew 28:18-20;

X. Religious Liberty

We believe that every human being has direct relations with God, and is responsible to God
alone in all matters of faith; that each church is independent and must be free from interference
by any ecclesiastical or political authority; that therefore Church and State must be kept
