Isaiah 24
"The Final Judgment of the Earth"

1) Why do you think God wants us to know about all the
different types of people who will be judged in verse 27

2) Read verses 4-13. Note all of the sad/depressing words.
Why do you think God has used all of these types of words
to explain what will happen at the final judgment? What is He
communicating with us?

3) Read verses 14-15 slowly. God is describing His remnant of
worshipers, not those who will be judged. Consider each of
these statements. If these realities aren’t true of you now, ask
the Lord to make your heart sing to Him.

4) How does this chapter inform your personal evangelism?
