H "The thrust of 1 Timothy is that godliness is
central to the Christian’s continuing in the

gospel and the church’s proclamation of the gospel. Words
relating to “godliness” occur ten times in this short book (1
Tim. 2:2,10; 3:16; 4:7, 8; 5:4; 6:3,5, 6, 11), and throughout
the letter Paul grounds godly behavior in Christ’s gospel.
Sadly, those whose behavior is contrary to the gospel of
Christ deny the reality of their faith (1 Tim. 1:6, 19-20; 4:1;
5:6,8,11-12; 6:9-10). Indeed, personal godliness (Christ-
infused godliness) is not only indispensable to perseverance
in faithfulness, but absolutely essential to the proclamation
of the gospel to the lost world. In a nutshell, the theme of
1 Timothy is Christ-centered godliness for the sake of the
gospel."
