READING Romans 13:1-7
Everyone must submit himself to the governing authorities, for there is no authority
except that which God has established. The authorities that exist have been established
by God. Consequently, he who rebels against the authority is rebelling against what
God has instituted, and those who do so will bring judgment on themselves. For rulers
hold no terror for those who do right, but for those who do wrong. Do you want to be
free from fear of the one in authority? Then do what is right and he will commend you.
For he is God’s servant to do you good. But if you do wrong, be afraid, for he does not
bear the sword for nothing. He is God’s servant, an agent of wrath to bring punishment
on the wrongdoer. Therefore, it is necessary to submit to the authorities, not only
because of possible punishment but also because of conscience. This is also why you pay
taxes, for the authorities are God’s servants, who give their full time to governing.

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+ THE THANKSGIVING MEAL +

In the Lord’s Supper we receive Christ’s body and blood in and with the bread and wine. The two
great blessings of the Lord’s Supper are the forgiveness of sins and strength to live an improved
Christian life. In response to the Lord’s command we are to examine ourselves privately prior to
partaking of the Sacrament. There are three basic questions on which we should examine
ourselves, all of which we should be able to answer in the affirmative if we are to partake of the
Sacrament worthily: 1) Am I truly sorry for my sins? 2) Do I believe Jesus Christ is my Savior?
3) Do I promise with God’s help to live a Christian life? If you agree with the above statement, we
invite you to the Sacrament.

When the wine is distributed, individual glasses will be offered first, then the common cup.
Communicants may take whichever is preferred. If taking the individual glass, please keep the
glass visible so that the communion assistant with the common cup will know who has already
communed. Non-alcoholic wine is available in the center of the communion tray for those who
have a sensitivity to the alcohol in wine.

During the distribution the following hymns will be sung. We ask that you take your worship
folder with you and sing as you approach and leave the altar.
