On the second Sunday of each Epiphany season, the manifestation of Jesus as the Christ
sent by God is grounded in the Gospel of John, who gives us the deepest insight into the
goal of our Lord’s entire earthly ministry. We hear of water and wine and the Holy
Spirit. Through Baptism we are made the Church, the Bride of Christ. In Holy
Communion, wine bears the blood of Christ’s cross to us, the price of our forgiveness
and deliverance. Now the same Spirit who empowered Jesus all along the way of the
cross empowers us.
