The Book of John — Memorization Verses — 2015

January 11 — John 20:30-31 (ESV)

Now Jesus did many other signs in the presence of the disciples,
which are not written in this book; but these are written so that
you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that
by believing you may have life in His name.

January 18 — John 1:1,14 (ESV)

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and
the Word was God. And the Word became flesh and dwelt among
us, and we have seen His glory, glory as of the only Son, from the
Father, full of grace and truth.

January 25 — John 1:29 (ESV)
The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him and said,
“Behold, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world!”

February 1 —John 2:18-19 (ESV)

So the Jews said to Him, “What sign do You show us for doing
these things?” Jesus answered them, “Destroy this temple and
in three days I will raise it up.”

February 8 — John 3:5-7 (ESV)

Jesus answered, “Truly, truly, I say to you, unless one is born of
water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God. That
which is born of the flesh is flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit
is spirit. Do not marvel that I said to you, “You must be born again.””

February 15 — John 3:16-18 (ESV)

For God so loved the world, that He gave His only Son, that whoever
believes in Him should not perish but have eternal life. For God did
not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order
that the world might be saved through Him. Whoever believes in Him
is not condemned, but whoever does not believe is condemned already,
because he has not believed in the name of the only Son of God.
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February 22 — John 3:36 (ESV)
Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life; whoever does not
obey the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God remains on him.

March 1 —John 4:23-24 (ESV)

But the hour is coming, and is now here, when the true worshippers
will worship the Father in spirit and truth; for the Father is seeking
such people to worship Him. God is spirit, and those who worship
Him must worship in spirit and truth.”

March 8 — John 4:35-36 (ESV)

Do you not say, ‘There are yet four months, then comes the harvest?’
Look, I tell you, lift up your eyes and see that the fields are white for
harvest. Already the one who reaps is receiving wages and gathering

fruit for eternal life, so that the sower and reaper may rejoice together.

March 15 — John 5:39-40 (ESV)

You search the Scriptures because you think that in them you have
eternal life; and it is they that bear witness about Me, yet you refuse
to come to Me that you may have life.

March 22 — John 6:35 (ESV)
Jesus said to them, “I am the bread of life; whoever come to Me
shall not hunger, and whoever believes in Me shall never thirst.”

March 29 — John 6:37-39 (ESV)

All that the Father gives Me will come to Me, and whoever comes
to Me I will never cast out. For I have come down from heaven, not
to do My own will but the will of Him who sent Me. And this is the
will of Him who sent Me, that I should lose nothing of all that He
has given Me, but raise it up on the last day.

April 5 —John 7:37-38 (ESV)

On the last day of the feast, the great day, Jesus stood up and cried
out, “If anyone thirsts, let him come to Me and drink. Whoever
believes in Me, as the Scripture has said, ‘Out of his heart will flow
rivers of living water.””
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
