April 26 – John 8:12 (ESV) 
Again Jesus spoke to them, saying, “I am the light of the world. 
Whoever follows me will not walk in darkness, but will have the  
light of life.” 
 
May 3 – John 8:31-32 (ESV) 
So Jesus said to the Jews who had believed Him, “If you abide in  
my word, you are truly My disciples, and you will know the truth,  
and the truth will set you free.”  
 
May 10 – John 8:34-36 (ESV) 
Jesus answered them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, everyone who 
practices sin is a slave to sin. The slave does not remain in the  
house forever; the son remains forever. So if the Son sets you  
free, you will be free indeed.” 
 
May 17 – John 8:58 (ESV) 
Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly I say to you, before Abraham  
was, I am.” 
 
May 24 – John 9:38-39 (ESV) 
He said, “Lord, I believe,” and he worshiped him. Jesus said,  
“For judgment I came into this world, that those who do not see  
may see, and those who see may become blind.” 
 
May 31 – John 10:14-15 (ESV) 
“I am the good shepherd. I know My own and My own know Me,  
just as the Father knows Me and I know the Father; and I lay down  
My life for the sheep.” 
 
June 7 – John 10:27-30 (ESV) 
“My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me.  
I give them eternal life, and they will never perish, and no one will 
snatch them out of My hand. My Father, who has given them to  
Me, is greater than all, and no one is able to snatch them out of  
the Father’s hand. I and the Father are one.” 
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June 14 – John 11:25-26 (ESV) 
Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life. Whoever  
believes in Me, though he die, yet shall he live, and everyone who  
lives and believes in Me shall never die. Do you believe this?” 
 
June 21 – John 12:23-25 (ESV) 
And Jesus answered them, “The hour has come for the Son of Man  
to be glorified. Truly, truly, I say to you, unless a grain of wheat  
falls into the earth and dies, it remains alone; but if it dies, it bears 
much fruit. Whoever loves his life loses it, and whoever hates his  
life in this world will keep it for eternal life.” 
 
June 28 – John 12:31-32 (ESV) 
“Now is the judgment of this world; now will the ruler of this world  
be cast out. And I, when I am lifted up from the earth, will draw all 
people to Myself.”  
  
July 5 – John 13:34-35 (ESV) 
“A new commandment I give to you, that you love one another; just as 
I have loved you, you also are to love one another. By this, all people 
will know that you are My disciples, if you have love for one another.” 
 
July 12 – John 14:1 (ESV) 
“Let not your hearts be troubled. Believe in God; believe also in Me.” 
 
July 19 – John 14:6 (ESV) 
Jesus said to him, “I am the way, and the truth, and the life. No one 
comes to the Father except through Me.” 
 
July 26 – John 14:21 (ESV) 
“Whoever has my commandments and keeps them, he it is who loves 
Me. And he who loves Me will be loved by My Father, and I will love 
him and manifest myself to Him.” 
 
August 2 – John 15:12-13 (ESV) 
“This is My commandment, that you love one another as I have loved 
you. Greater love has no one than this, that someone lay down his life 
for his friends. You are My friends if you do what I command you.” 
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
