III. The Application of Hebrews – Read Hebrews 11:1-13:25 
A. According to Hebrews 11, how does the author define faith? As you consider the list of O.T.

B. Read Hebrews 12:1-3. What is the connection between our perseverance and our eyes being 

fixed upon Jesus? What sins and weights hinder us from running the race well? In what ways 

does the Lord Jesus Christ serve as an example of persevering faith?   
 

 

C. Read Hebrews 13:1-25. How is our love and care for one another an essential part of our 

perseverance in the faith until Christ returns? In what ways would you like to grow in your 

love and care for the body of Christ?
