1. Divorce concession due to hard-heartedness (Mk. 10:5)

2. Divine intention is permanence (Mk. 10:6-9)

a. Asstated in Genesis (Gen. 1:27, 2:24)
b. As seen in gospel fulfillment (Eph. 5:31-32)

3. Remarriage is adultery (Mk. 10:10-12)

II. Divorce is permitted in certain situations
A. In cases of sexual immorality (Mt. 5:32, 19:9)

B. In cases of abandonment (1 Cor. 7:10-16)

lll. Remarriage is permitted only in the case of death
(1 Cor. 7:11,39, Rom. 7:2-3)
