Those who may need special accommodation in order to receive the
elements of the meal, or who have mobility concerns are invited to speak with the
pastor. Finally, although it is our custom to kneel together at the rail if this causes
pain or discomfort you are encouraged to remain standing.

Jesus Rescues Us from Death and Brings Us into Heaven

The prophet Jeremiah faithfully preached “all that the LORD had commanded him to
speak to all the people” (Jer. 26:8). He called the people to repentance, lest the Lord’s
judgment come upon them. The violence that Jeremiah suffered for this preaching
foreshadowed the cross and Passion of Christ Jesus, who suffered the judgment of God
for the redemption of all people. For Jesus “comes in the name of the Lord ” (Luke 13:35)
in order to lay down His life for the sins of the world. Earthly Jerusalem was blind to His
gracious visitation, and it put Him to death like the prophets before Him. Yet, His
sacrifice upon the cross became the cornerstone of the new Jerusalem, His Church. He
visits us today in mercy with His preaching of forgiveness, to gather us to Himself within
that holy city, “as a hen gathers her brood under her wings” (Luke 13:34), for “our
citizenship is in heaven” (Phil. 3:20).
