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I. Lament 1: Jerusalem mourns God’s righteous judgment (1). 

II. Lament 2: God has swallowed up and cast down Israel (2). 

III. Lament 3: Jeremiah grieves his own affliction and the condition of Jerusalem (3). 

IV. Lament 4: The remnant in Jerusalem suffers great hunger and uncleanness (4). 

V. Lament 5: A final, remarkable lament over Jerusalem’s condition that ends by appealing to the Lord who reigns forever (5).
