52:13 Behold, my servant shall act wisely; he shall be high and lifted up, and shall be exalted.

10 Yet it was the will of the LORD to crush him; he has put him to grief; when his soul
makes an offering for guilt, he shall see his offspring; he shall prolong his days; the will
of the LorD shall prosper in his hand.

11 Qut of the anguish of his soul he shall see and be satisfied; by his knowledge shall the
