For Christ is born of Mary; and gathered all above,

26 In the sixth month the angel Gabriel was sent from God to a city of Galilee named Nazareth, 27 to a  
  virgin betrothed to a man whose name was Joseph, of the house of David. And the virgin's name  
  was Mary. 28 And he came to her and said, “Greetings, O favored one, the Lord is with you!”   
  29 But she was greatly troubled at the saying, and tried to discern what sort of greeting this might be.   
 
30 And the angel said to her, “Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have found  favor with God. 31 And  
   behold, you will conceive in your womb and bear a son, and you shall call his name Jesus.

Ask the saved of all the race who have found His favor. 
 

Angels sang about His birth, wise men sought and found Him; 
heaven's star shone brightly forth glory all around Him. 

Shepherds saw the wondrous sight, heard the angels singing; 
all the plains were lit that night, all the hills were ringing. 

 
Gentle Mary laid her child lowly in a manger; 

He is still the Undefiled, but no more a stranger. 
Son of God of humble birth, beautiful the story; 

praise His Name in all the earth, Hail! the King of Glory! 
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 7 Then Herod summoned the wise men secretly and ascertained from them what  
  time the star had appeared. 8 And he sent them to Bethlehem, saying, “Go  
  and search diligently for the child, and when you have found him, bring me  
  word, that I too may come and worship him.” 
 
9 After listening to the king, they went on their way. And behold, the star that  
  they had seen when it rose went before them until it came to rest over the  
  place where the child was. 10 When they saw the star, they rejoiced exceedingly  
  with great joy. 11 And going into the house, they saw the child with Mary his  
  mother, and they fell down and worshiped him. Then, opening their treasures,    
  they offered him gifts, gold and frankincense and myrrh. 

1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word  
  was God. 2 He was in the beginning with God. 3 All things were made through    
  him, and without him was not any thing made that was made. 4 In him was  
  life, and the life was the light of men. 5 The light shines in the darkness, and  
  the darkness has not overcome it.  
 
6 There was a man sent from God, whose name was John. 7 He came as  
  a witness, to bear witness about the light, that all might believe through  
  Him. 8 He was not the light, but came to bear witness about the light. 9 The  
  true light, which gives light to everyone, was coming into the world. 10 He was  
  in the world, and the world was made through him, yet the world did not  
  know him.  
 
11 He came to his own, and his own people] did not receive him. 12 But to all who did  
   receive him, who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of    
  God, 13 who were born, not of blood nor of the will of the flesh nor of the will of man,  
  but of God. 14 And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we have seen his  
  glory, glory as of the only Son from the Father, full of grace and truth.
