4 And the foundations of the thresholds shook at the voice of him who called,  
  and the house was filled with smoke.  
 
5 And I said: “Woe is me! For I am lost; for I am a man of unclean lips,  
  and I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips; for my eyes have  
  seen the King, the Lord of hosts!” 
 
6 Then one of the seraphim flew to me, having in his hand a burning coal  
 that he had taken with tongs from the altar. 
 
7 And he touched my mouth and said: “Behold, this has touched your lips;  
  your guilt is taken away, and your sin atoned for.” Isaiah's Commission  
  from the Lord 
 
8 And I heard the voice of the Lord saying, “Whom shall I send, and who  
  will go for us?” Then I said, “Here I am! Send me.” 

Jesus Christ is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all crea-

tion; in him all things in heaven and on earth were created, things visi-

ble and invisible. All things have been created through him and for him. 

 

He himself is before all things, and in him all things hold together. He is 

the head of the body, the church; he is the beginning, the firstborn from 

the dead, so that he might come to have first place in everything.

12 We are not commending ourselves to you again but giving you cause  
  to boast about us, so that you may be able to answer those who boast  
  about outward appearance and not about what is in the heart.  
 
13 For if we are beside ourselves, it is for God; if we are in our right mind, 
  it is for you.  
 
14 For the love of Christ controls us, because we have concluded this:   
  that one has died for all, therefore all have died;  
 
15 and he died for all, that those who live might no longer live for themselves  
  but for him who for their sake died and was raised. 
 
16 From now on, therefore, we regard no one according to the flesh. Even  
  though we once regarded Christ according to the flesh, we regard him  
  thus no longer.  
 
17 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation. The old has passed  
  away; behold, the new has come.  
 
18 All this is from God, who through Christ reconciled us to himself and 
   gave us the ministry of reconciliation;
