DEVOTIONS

On Sunday we reflected on how our long walk through 1 and 2 Samuel had really been about one 

great truth: God kept His covenant to give David a throne that would last forever and He fulfilled 

that promise in Jesus Christ. We traced the story from the dark days of the Judges, through 

Hannah’s tears, Saul’s tragic failure, and David’s rise and fall, to the covenant in 2 Samuel 7 

where God bound Himself to David’s line and promised a house and a throne forever. We saw 

how the prophets took that covenant and turned it into a living hope for a righteous Son of 

David, and how the New Testament declares that Jesus is that forever King, crucified, risen, and 

reigning at the right hand of the Father. I urged us to leave this series with a bigger view of God’s 

holy and patient faithfulness, a more honest view of ourselves in our weakness and sin, and a 

deeper confidence in Christ whose covenant is stronger than our failures. We ended by standing 

where Israel stood at the end of 2 Samuel, and I called us to remember Jesus Christ, the risen 

offspring of David, and to live as people who know whose story we are in and whose throne will 

still be standing when every other throne has fallen.

Monday: A Throne Established 
Forever
Scripture Reading: 

“And your house and your kingdom shall be made sure forever before me. Your throne shall be 

established forever.” - 2 Samuel 7:16 (ESV)

Devotional:

God’s promise to David was a binding word from the Lord of history, spoken into a world full of 

fragile thrones and failing leaders. David’s own life was proof that human strength could not 

sustain the kingdom. He had victories and he had shameful failures. Yet over David’s uneven 



story, God spoke a word that rose higher than any one man’s performance: “Your throne shall be 

established forever.” That “forever” was covenant language. It meant that God Himself was 

taking responsibility to carry this promise to completion.

When we look at our own lives, “forever” can feel out of reach. Jobs change, health declines, 

relationships strain, churches wobble. We are painfully aware that we cannot guarantee even 

tomorrow, much less eternity. But the comfort of the Davidic covenant is that the security of 

God’s kingdom has never rested on human constancy. It rests on the character of God. He is the 

One who swore by His own holiness that He would not lie to David. He is the One who kept a 

lamp burning in David’s house through centuries of rebellion, exile, and apparent failure. The 

covenant endured because God willed it to endure.

This promise finds its fulfillment in Jesus, the Son of David whose throne truly is established 

forever. His resurrection is the Father’s public declaration that the forever King has taken His 

seat. That means that beneath the shifting circumstances of your life there is a throne that 

cannot be toppled and a kingdom that cannot be shaken. Your stability does not come from your 

record, your plans, or your ability to hold things together. It comes from the God who has given 

you a King whose reign does not end.

Reflection:

1.  Where are you most tempted to look for security in something other than the unshakable 
throne of Christ?

2.  How does God’s promise to establish David’s house forever deepen your confidence in 
Jesus today?

3.  What would it look like, practically, to live as if Christ’s kingdom is more solid than your 
current circumstances?

Prayer:

Faithful God, You are the One who spoke to David and promised a house and a throne forever. 

Thank You that You did not let that promise die in the ruins of Jerusalem or in the failures of 

David’s sons, but that You kept it alive until Jesus, the Son of David, rose from the grave and sat 

down at Your right hand. Teach my heart to rest in His unshakable reign. When I am anxious 

about the instability of my life, turn my eyes to the throne that cannot fall. Let the certainty of 

Christ’s kingdom quiet my fears, steady my steps, and fill me with courage to serve You today. In 

the name of Jesus, our forever King, I pray. Amen.



Tuesday: The Anointed King in a 
Hidden Place
Scripture Reading: 

“The Lord will judge the ends of the earth; he will give strength to his king and exalt the horn of 

his anointed.” 1 Samuel 2:10 (ESV)

Devotional:

Hannah prayed her prayer in a time when Israel had no king and the spiritual leadership was 

corrupt. From a human point of view, she was an obscure, grieving woman in a small corner of 

the world. Yet her Spirit given song lifted its eyes far beyond her pain and saw a day when the 

Lord would give strength to His king and exalt the horn of His anointed. Before Israel had a 

crown or a palace, God was already speaking about a king and a Messiah. He was writing royal 

hope into the tears of a woman who could barely lift her head.

This is how God loves to work. He begins great things in hidden places. While people chase 

influence and visibility, the Lord listens to the prayer of the forgotten and plants seeds of His 

kingdom in the soil of their suffering. Hannah’s story reminds us that God is often doing His 

deepest work long before the world sees any visible result. Her child Samuel would become a 

key figure in the rise of the monarchy, but even he was not the end of the story. Her song 

stretched all the way forward to David, and beyond David to Jesus, the true Anointed One.

In Christ, this distant promise has become concrete. God has indeed judged the ends of the 

earth in His Son, and He has given strength to His King by raising Him from the dead. The 

anointed One has been exalted, and His reign will bring final justice and lasting peace. When you 

feel small, overlooked, or powerless, remember that your life is folded into this great kingdom 

story. The same God who heard Hannah’s sobs hears yours, and the same King who was 

foreshadowed in her song now holds you in His hands.

Reflection:

1.  Where do you feel most hidden or overlooked right now, and how might God be at work in 
that very place?

2.  How does Hannah’s prophetic song enlarge your sense of what God can do through 
ordinary, suffering people?

3.  In what ways does the exaltation of Jesus, God’s Anointed, reshape your hopes for justice 
and restoration?



Prayer:

Lord of Hannah and Lord of all the earth, thank You that You hear the cries of those whom the 

world passes by. Thank You that You planted the promise of a King in the prayer of a broken 

woman and then kept that promise through the generations until Jesus came. When I feel small 

and hidden, remind me that I am not forgotten to You. Fold my tears into Your purposes. Let the 

reign of Your Anointed King be my comfort and my confidence. Help me to trust that what You 

begin in secret You will one day bring into the light for Your glory. In Jesus’ name. Amen.

Wednesday: Seen Beyond 
Appearances
Scripture Reading:

 “For the Lord sees not as man sees: man looks on the outward appearance, but the Lord looks 

on the heart.” -  1 Samuel 16:7 (ESV)

Devotional:

When Samuel arrived at Jesse’s house, he was ready to pour oil on the head of the tallest and 

most impressive son. He assumed that God’s king would look like a king. But one by one, the 

candidates he would have chosen were set aside. Then came the word that has humbled human 

pride ever since: the Lord does not see as man sees. We look at height, charisma, polish, and 

strength. God looks at the heart. The forgotten shepherd boy out in the field was the one God 

had chosen to anoint.

This cuts against our instincts. We gravitate toward the visible and impressive. Churches can fall 

into the same pattern, chasing giftedness instead of godliness, polish instead of repentance. Yet 

1 and 2 Samuel show where that path leads. Saul looked like a king and became a warning. David 

looked like an afterthought and became a foreshadow of Christ. God delights to choose what the 

world overlooks to display His own wisdom and grace. He is not fooled by appearances, and He 

is not limited by them either.

For us, this is both a warning and a comfort. It warns us not to trust our eyes when it comes to 

people, success, or even ourselves. We can appear strong and be hollow. We can seem small and 

be precious to God. It comforts us because the King who came from David’s line knows what it is 

to be despised and rejected by men. Jesus did not look like the sort of king the world expected, 

yet He was and is the very heart of God made flesh. If the Lord sees the heart, then you are fully 



known and fully understood, even when others misjudge you or when you do not understand 

yourself.

Reflection:

1.  Where are you most tempted to be impressed by outward appearance, either in others or in 
yourself?

2.  How does God’s way of choosing David challenge the way you think about leadership and 
influence in the church?

3.  What difference does it make to know that God sees and weighs your heart even when 
others only see the surface?

Prayer:

Searcher of hearts, I confess that I often live by sight instead of by faith. I am too easily 

impressed by what looks strong and successful, and too quick to overlook what seems small and 

weak. Forgive me for judging by appearance instead of by Your Word. Thank You that You chose 

David when no one else thought to call his name, and thank You that You sent Jesus, the Son of 

David, who was despised yet chosen and precious in Your sight. Look upon my heart today. 

Expose what needs to be confessed. Encourage what You have planted by Your Spirit. Teach me 

to value what You value and to rest in the fact that I am fully known and fully loved in Christ. In 

His name I pray. Amen.

Thursday: An Everlasting Covenant
Scripture Reading: 

“For does not my house stand so with God. For he has made with me an everlasting covenant, 

ordered in all things and secure.” 2 Samuel 23:5 (ESV)

Devotional:

David spoke these words near the end of his life. By then he knew from bitter experience what 

his sin had cost. He had seen the scars of his choices etched into his family. He had watched 

violence rip through his household. Yet when he looked back, he did not rest his hope on his 

performance. He rested on the covenant. God had made with him an everlasting covenant, 

carefully ordered and completely secure. David had been unstable, but the covenant was not. 

His failures were real, but they were not final.



There is a sober honesty in this confession that we need. The covenant did not erase the 

consequences of David’s sin, and it does not erase the consequences of ours. God disciplines 

those He loves. He allows us to feel the weight of what we have done, not to destroy us, but to 

drive us back to Himself. Yet even as He disciplines, He refuses to let the covenant be 

overturned. His promise is anchored in His own character and in the obedience of the Son of 

David who was to come. The covenant stands because the God of David is faithful.

In Christ, you are drawn into this same security. The new covenant in His blood is the flowering 

of the covenant with David. It is everlasting, ordered in all things, and secure. Your story may be 

tangled. Your past may grieve you. There may be things that will not be fixed in this life. Yet if you 

belong to Christ, your hope does not rest in your ability to repair what has been broken. It rests 

in the everlasting covenant that God has made in His Son. You are held, not by your grip on Him, 

but by His grip on you.

Questions for reflection:

1.  When you look back on your life, what past sins or failures are most likely to make you doubt 
God’s favor?

2.  How does David’s confession about God’s everlasting covenant speak into your fears about 
your own instability?

3.  What practices could help you live more consciously out of the security of Christ’s covenant 
love?

Prayer:

God of the everlasting covenant, I thank You that my standing with You does not rest on my 

record. Like David, I can see the trail of my sins and the wounds they have left. I confess that I 

have not been faithful, steady, or pure in heart. Yet I praise You that You have made with us a 

new covenant in the blood of Jesus, ordered in all things and secure. Let this covenant be my 

anchor. When guilt rises and shame whispers, turn my eyes to the Son of David who kept the 

covenant perfectly and bore my sins on the cross. Help me to walk in honest repentance and 

quiet confidence, trusting that nothing can break what You have sworn in Christ. In His strong 

name I pray. Amen.

Friday: The Son of David Reigns
Scripture Reading: 

“He will be great and will be called the Son of the Most High. And the Lord God will give to him 

the throne of his father David, and he will reign over the house of Jacob forever, and of his 



kingdom there will be no end.” Luke 1:32–33 (ESV)

Devotional:

When Gabriel spoke to Mary, he announced a King. He tied the child in Mary’s womb directly to 

the throne of David. The promises spoken centuries earlier in 2 Samuel 7 were now coming to life 

in her own body. The forever throne, the unending kingdom, the Son whom God would call His 

own, all of it was converging on one Person. Jesus is the heir of David, the fulfillment of the 

covenant, the One whose kingdom would never end.

This means that the Christian gospel is profoundly public and royal. When we say “Jesus is Lord,” 

we are confessing the reality that the Lord God has already given Him the throne and that all of 

history is moving toward the open acknowledgment of His reign. The kingdoms of this world rise 

and fall. Elections come and go. Nations flourish and fracture. But over the noise and flux of 

human politics, this quiet announcement to a young woman in Nazareth still stands: He will reign 

forever.

For your daily life, this truth is both humbling and deeply reassuring. It humbles us because it 

reminds us that we are not the main characters in the story. The central story is the advance of 

the kingdom of Christ. It reassures us because this King is also the crucified Savior who loved us 

and gave Himself for us. The One who sits on David’s throne is the same One who washed His 

disciples’ feet and died for His enemies. To belong to Him is to be caught up in a kingdom that 

cannot be derailed and to be held by a King who cannot be more committed to your ultimate 

good than He already is.

Reflection:

1.  How does Gabriel’s announcement to Mary challenge the way you think about Jesus’ place 
in the story of the world?

2.  What current fears about the future might look different if you took to heart that Christ’s 
kingdom has no end?

3.  In what concrete ways can you live today as a loyal subject of the Son of David rather than 
as the ruler of your own little kingdom?

Prayer:

Lord Jesus Christ, Son of the Most High and Son of David, I praise You that the throne has 

already been given to You and that Your kingdom will never end. Forgive me for the many ways I 

act as if I am the center of the story and as if the fate of the world rests on human rulers or 

human plans. Teach my heart to rest in Your royal authority and Your crucified love. Help me to 

live today as one who belongs to You, obeying Your word, trusting Your wisdom, and seeking 



Your honor. Let the knowledge of Your unending reign steady my fears and shape my hopes until 

the day I see You face to face. In Your name I pray. Amen.

Saturday: Remember Jesus Christ, 
the Offspring of David
Scripture Reading: 

“Remember Jesus Christ, risen from the dead, the offspring of David, as preached in my gospel.” 

2 Timothy 2:8 (ESV)

Devotional:

Paul gave Timothy a simple command with great depth: remember Jesus Christ. He added two 

crucial anchors: risen from the dead, and the offspring of David. In a few words, Paul tied 

together resurrection and royalty, cross and covenant. The One Timothy was to remember is the 

risen Son of David whose empty tomb proves that the forever King has conquered death. This is 

the heart of the gospel Paul preached, and it is the heart of the hope that carries weary 

Christians through suffering.

We are forgetful people. Our fears loom large and our sins feel heavy, and in the fog of anxiety 

we lose sight of who Jesus is. That is why Scripture keeps saying “remember.” Remember His 

resurrection when you are tempted to think that sin or death will have the last word. Remember 

His lineage when you are tempted to think your life has slipped out of God’s story. The risen 

offspring of David means that the covenant has held, that the promises have not failed, and that 

the same King who reigns in glory also bears scars for you.

As we come to the end of a week and the end of this devotional journey, this call to remember is 

a fitting final word. You may still have loose ends in your life. You may still feel the ache of 

unresolved sorrows and unhealed wounds. But you know enough to trust the One who holds the 

covenant in His hands. Jesus Christ, risen from the dead, the offspring of David, is enough for 

your past, your present, and your future. To remember Him is to anchor your heart where the 

story truly stands secure.

Reflection:

1.  What specific fears, sins, or sorrows most often cause you to forget who Jesus is and what 
He has done?



2.  How does tying Jesus’ resurrection to His identity as the offspring of David strengthen your 
assurance that God keeps His promises?

3.  What practical habits could you build into your week to help you “remember Jesus Christ” in 
a sustained, intentional way?

Prayer:

Risen Lord Jesus, offspring of David, I thank You that my hope rests in You. You have walked out 

of the tomb and taken Your seat at the right hand of the Father. You carry in Your own body the 

proof that sin has been paid for and death has been defeated. Forgive me for how easily I forget 

You in the press of daily life. Help me to carry Your name into my fears, my temptations, and my 

decisions. Let the memory of Your resurrection and Your royal covenant steady me when I am 

shaken. Keep me faithful until the day I see You, my forever King, face to face. In Your name I 

pray. Amen.
