Kingdom of God 
Not coming with signs 

To be observed
Pharisees 

Kingdom ushered in with power, glory 
Signs
Political upheavals

Will not say, “Here it is.” 
In your midst 
Jesus is King 
Jesus performed miracles
Not received

Disciples 

Future event 
Set up at Second Coming

Jesus describes time 

Between 1st, 2nd Coming

Intervening Period 
Disciples 

Long for those days when 
Jesus with them on earth 
Sweet fellowship
Foretastes of 2nd Coming 
Great power and glory

Intervening Period 

Many false Christs arise 

Rulers announce the Messiah 
Do not be deceived

2nd Coming 

Visible 

Unmistakable 
Like lightning streaks 



Luke 17:25
Intervening Period 
Before any of this…
Jesus/Son of Man 
Suffer 
Rejection 
Crucifixion 



Luke 17:26-27
2nd Coming 
Immediately preceding
Like days of Noah 
Eating, drinking, marrying 
Normal 
Evil? 
Lived for things
No thought or time for God  



Luke 17:26-27

2nd Coming 
Noah entered ark 
Then judgment 
Jesus comes 
Judgment



Luke 17:28-30
2nd Coming 
Immediately preceding
Days of Lot  
Eat, drink 
Buying, selling 
Planting, building 
Prosperity without God 
Advanced 



Luke 17:28-30

2nd Coming 
Lot went out 
Judgment 
Son of Man revealed 
Judgment 



Luke 17:31-32
2nd Coming
Earthly attachments 
Imperil one’s life
Spiritually 
Lot’s wife 
Turned back 
Heart with Sodom



Luke 17:33
2nd Coming
Paradox
Seek to keep life 
Lose it 
Lose life 
Preserve it 
Care for physical safety-–lose soul
Lose life (in tribulation)—preserve for eternity

2nd Coming
Time of separation
Two (men)
Sleeping in bed 
One taken away 
In judgment

2nd Coming

One left 

Spared 
Enters Christ’s kingdom

2nd Coming
Time of separation 
Two women 
Grinding together
One taken
In judgment 



Luke 17:34-36

2nd Coming
Other left 
Spared 
Enters Christ’s kingdom
Enjoys Millennial reign

Scientific truth
Activities mentioned 
Night on earth 
Day on earth 
Roundness of earth  



Luke 17:34-36
2nd Coming

Round earth 

Ancient Greek scholars 
Pythagoras spherical 500 BC

Aristotle spherical 400 BC
Ship’s hull disappearing over horizon

Eratosthenes Greek mathematician

Earth’s circumference 240 BC 
Christopher Columbus 1492 (didn’t “discover” the earth was round)
Magellan and Elcano 

Circumnavigated earth 1519-22
