Jesus teaching daily in temple
Chief priests and scribes 
Trying to destroy Him
People hanging on His words

Chief priests/scribes/elders 
confront

Jesus taught with authority
People were amazed 
Luke 5:24
Son of Man 
Authority to forgive sins

Centurion understood authority
The one in authority tells those 
under him what to do

Jesus gave 12 authority 
Over demons 
To heal diseases
When He sent them out

Luke 10:19
Jesus gave 70 authority
Tread upon serpents/scorpions
Over all power of enemy
Nothing shall injure you

Luke 12:4-5
God is the only One who has 
authority to cast people into hell.



Authority

Matthew 28:18-20
All authority in heaven and earth 
was given to Jesus.
Commanded 11 disciples to make 
disciples of all nations. 



Authority

Matthew 28:18-20
He is with His disciples always
Until the end of the age 
That includes disciples after the 
initial ones



Jesus’ Authority
Luke 20
Did Jesus answer the question about His 
authority? 
Didn’t answer 
Asked question they didn’t know how to 
answer 
Told people a parable 
They were hanging on every word He said

Parable of Man with Vineyard
Vine-growers 
No respect 
Owner 
Those he sent 



Luke 20:9-18

Parable of Man with Vineyard
Wanted to kill the son 
Owner (God) response? 
Come, destroy vine-growers, give 
vineyard to others



Luke 20:9-18

Parable of Man with Vineyard
Refers to Gentiles 
Response—never! 



Luke 20:17

Chief Cornerstone
Quote from Psalm 118:22
Isaiah 8:14-15
Prophecy about Jerusalem’s 
inhabitants and the rock



Luke 20:17

Isaiah 8:14-15
They will fall
He will be a snare, trap 
Others—a sanctuary



Luke 20:17

1 Pet 2:6-8
Those who believe in Jesus 
Shall not be disappointed 
They don’t reject Him 



Luke 20:17

Who are the builders? 
Leaders who should have been 
building God’s kingdom
Instead of rejecting its cornerstone
Rejected His authority 



Luke 20:17
Who are the builders? 
Fall on stone--broken
Of pride and self-will 
On whom it falls—dust 
Refuse to come
Crushed by Christ in judgment 



Luke 20:19-26

Scribes and chief priests 
Tried to catch Jesus 
Deliver to governor’s authority
Tried that very hour 
Parable against them



Luke 20:19-26

Taxes to Caesar
Marveled/amazed at Jesus’ answer
They (scribes…) became silent
