Chief priests, scribes, elders
By, from whose authority? 
Pay taxes to Caesar? 
Render to Caesar what is Caesars
They were amazed, silenced 
Hypocrites





Sadducees
No resurrection
Often of priestly line 
Mostly of upper class

Greater wealth than Pharisees 
Accepted only Torah 

First 5 books OT (Moses)



Sadducees
Rigid in observance of Law
Literal interpretation 
Denied 

Divine providence

Divine Providence 

Deny God’s Sovereignty
Gen. 45:4-8. Joseph, brothers.
Mt. 10:29 God cares for sparrows



Sadducees
Why deny God’s sovereignty? 

Free will 
Individual responsibility
Humans complete control



Sadducees
Deny God’s Sovereignty
Linked to denial of 
After life 
Angels and demons 
Resurrection 



Sadducees
Soul 
Perished with the body 
Negated 
Future rewards, punishments via God
Focus: here and now



Sadducees
Political vs Religious
Majority of Sanhedrin

Ruling council
Accommodated Rome



Sadducees
Political vs Religious
Did not relate well to common man
Often sided with minority Pharisees

More popular with masses

Named in the Bible? 
No 
Context 
Annas, Caiaphas
High Priests  



Sadducees
Annas, Caiaphas 
Caiaphas—Annas’ son in law
Significant role in events leading to 
Jesus’ crucifixion 





Sadducees and Jesus
Husband and wife 
No children 
Brother marry wife
Carry on family name 
Preserve family property Deut. 25:5



Sadducees and Jesus
8 men/husbands 
No children 
In resurrection—whose wife? 



Sadducees and Jesus
Deny resurrection 
Doctrine of resurrection ridiculous
Jesus
Marriage is in this life only
Not continued in heaven 
Different relationship





Accounted Worthy 
Worthy to attain to that age 
Heaven
No one worthy
Worth in Christ only 



Resurrection from the Dead
Resurrection “out from” the dead ones
Greek ek
General resurrection of dead
Raised at one time  
Saved, unsaved 
Not Biblical 



Celestial State
Heaven
No more death 
Men/humans are like angels 
Sons of God 
Visibly manifested 



Celestial State
Jesus
1 Jn. 3:2 
When He is revealed 
We shall be like Him 
We shall see Him as He is 



Celestial State
Jesus
Col. 3:4
When Christ, who is our life, is 
revealed
You also will be revealed with Him 
In glory 





Proving the Resurrection
God
Ex. 3:6
Moses calls the Lord, the God of 
Abraham 
Isaac 
Jacob 



Proving the Resurrection
God
Is not the God of the dead 
But of the living 
All live to Him 
Abraham et al were dead 
Resurrected to life



Proving the Resurrection
God
Not was the God of…
Is the God of …
As God of the living 
Demands the resurrection



Proving the Resurrection
Scribes 
Some answered 
You have spoken well 
No courage 
To further question Him 
About anything 



The Christ 
Jesus—not finished  
The Christ is David’s son? 
Psalm 110:1
David called the Messiah his Lord 
Jews generally agreed 
Messiah would be the Son of David



The Christ 
Jesus—not finished  
How? 
Lord and Son? 
Jesus Himself is the answer 
Descended from David 
Son of Man

Jesus—not finished  
David’s Creator 
Sadducees 
Too blind to see 



Christ and David 
Acts 2:29-36
One of David’s descendants on throne
Resurrection of Christ 
Not abandoned to Hades 
Jesus raised up 
Witnesses 
Exalted 
Lord and Christ 
Jesus—whom you crucified 



Christ and David 
Rom. 1:1-4 
God’s Son 
Born of a descendant of David 
According to the flesh 
Declared Son of God 
By resurrection from the dead 



Christ and David 
Heb. 1:1-2, 8-13 
God has spoken to us 
In His Son 
God says of the Son 
Thy throne O God
Is forever and ever 





The Scribes
All the people listening 
Jesus—to disciples 
Beware
Scribes 

Long robes 
Love respectful greetings 
Chief seats 
Places of honor    



The Scribes
Robbed widows of life savings
Covered up wickedness 
Long prayers
Hypocrisy 
Punished severely
