= The Triune supernatural God directed their
path.

= Holy Spirit - no Asia
= Spirt of Jesus — no Bithynia

= Vision from God - yes Macedonia

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Who was Lydiae

= A women from the city of Thyatira, a seller of
purple goods.

= A gentile who worshiped with the Jewish
women.

= God opened Lydia’s heart 1o pay afttention
to Paul’'s message.

= Parallels to this divine illlumination and
receptivity to the gospel can also be found in
VEerses:

= John 6:44a, Romans 2:15-16, 1 Corinthians 2:14

= She and her household were baptized.

Who else did they encounter in Philippie
What happenede

= A demon-possessed slave girl followed them.

»Paul commanded the demon to leave the
girl, and it did.

= Paul and Silas were publicly beaten and put
IN prison because the girl’s masters who
suffered loss of profit from her fortune-telling.

How did the demon-possessed girl make it
difficult for Paul’'s ministry¢

= “These men are servants of the most High
God”. A Jew would understand this to be
Yahweh, but a Greek would apply it to Zeus.

»She told the truth but... her shouting may
have attracted more attention than the
gospel itself.
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What happened in the prisone

= Paul and Silas were praying and singing
praises to God, and the other prisoners were
listening to them.

»They were released from their chains by an
act of God.

»The jailer frembled in fear and asked, “Sirs,
what must | do the be saved?”
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What happened in the prisone

= Paul and Silas answered, “Believe in the Lord
Jesus, and you will be saved.”

= The jailer fook them home and his entire
household were saved.

= Nofice that in verses 35-36 they are back in
the prison

The city magistrates wanted o release Paul
and Silas secretly.

= Paul and Silas declared they were Roman
cifizens — which humbles the magistrates.

= |t seems, from the change in pronouns
