After wanting him killed, what prompted the 
crowd to become quiet and listen to him?

He addressed them in Hebrew. 



Contrast Paul’s Account Here with Acts 9

He was raised in Jerusalem & strictly trained 
in the law under Gamaliel.

Nothing here about Ananias’ struggle

No mention here about him being “a chosen 
instrument of mine to go the the gentiles.”

No mention here of the prediction that he 
would “suffer for Christ.” 

Nothing here about preaching Christ as the Son 
of God in Damascus synagogues, nor of the 
Jews plotting to kill him.



Paul begins his address by recounting 
his conversion testimony. Why?  

It was dramatic and miraculous.

They could not refute that Jesus had 
appeared to him on the Damascus road.

He had been even more zealous for the Law 
than they were being, but…

He was amazingly converted to follow Jesus.

His mention of the word, ”Gentile” (21)

He had previously been accused of 
bringing Gentiles into the Temple.

(21:28)



Besides his testimony, what else did 
Paul say that may have upset the mob?
His being baptized in the name of Jesus.

Mention of the stoning of Stephen and 
Paul’s presence there, in that they were 
proposing something similar for Paul. 

His claim that God spoke to him verbally 
& rescued him from Jews in Jerusalem.

That God spoke to him and directed him 
to go to the Gentiles. 



Before he was interrupted, Paul seemed 
to be intent on saying more… 

What might you have said next? 

Claim that the accusations were unfounded.

Challenge the people of their need to REPENT 
& BELIEVE & be BAPTIZED in Jesus’ name.

Roman soldiers. Which had higher rank? 

The Commander: χιλίαρχος (chiliarchos) 
Tribune. Generally the commander of 
one thousand soldiers.

Centurion: κεντυρίων (kentyriōn). 
Commander of a 100-soldier unit
