L E A D E R :  “Hi, friends! My name is [your name], and I’m SO excited to see you 
today! We are here to worship Jesus because Jesus is the Light of the World and 
Jesus loves us! We can be bright lights too when we love like Jesus. When I ask, 
‘Who can love like Jesus?’  I want you to say, ‘ I  can love like Jesus!’  Who 
can love like Jesus?” 

C H I L D R E N  A N D  L E A D E R :  “I can love like Jesus.”

L E A D E R :  “Yes, you can love like Jesus and I  can love like Jesus!  Let’s sing 
about how we can be a light!”

			   Lead children in singing “Be a Light,” this month’s worship 	
			   song.

“What a great song! We’ll sing it all month long. The Bible teaches us that Jesus 
said: ‘You (point to others) are the light (twinkle fingers) of the world,’ (make a 
circle with your arms) Matthew 5:14. (Open hands like a book.)

“Let’s learn our Memory Verse together. Are you ready? Watch me say it and do 
the motions, and then you can do it with me!

			   Lead children to say the Memory Verse with the motions.

“Great job, friends! Jesus is the Light and we can be bright lights when we love 
like Jesus loves! Who can love like Jesus?”

C H I L D R E N  A N D  L E A D E R :  “I can love like Jesus.”

L E A D E R :  “That’s right! Thanks for worshipping with me today! [Transition] 
And now it’s time to turn around, sit down, and shake the wiggles out (wiggle 
hands), so we can hear (cup hands behind ears) what the story’s all about!”
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STORY 
W H AT  Y O U  N E E D :  Bible; Optional: Story Images and cardstock

L E A D E R :  “Hello, friends! I’m [your name], and I can’t wait to tell you a true story from the Bible.

					     Open the Bible for children to see, then set it down.

“Today’s true story from the Bible begins with the whole world. 

(Option: Display Story Image W1 01)

“God made the whole world and everything in it. Then God made the people, and God gave a gift for all people. God 
sent someone really special. 

“Raise your hand if you think you know who God sent for everyone. We celebrate this special person being born on 
Christmas. Do you know who it is? (Pause.) Yes, it’s Jesus! 

(Option: Display Story Image W1 02)

“God sent Jesus to be the Light of the World. Now, Jesus is not a light like a flashlight. Jesus is a light who helps us see 
how amazing God is. 

(Option: Display Story Image W1 03)

“When Jesus helped people, He was a bright light showing us how God helps people. 

(Option: Display Story Image W1 04)

“When Jesus forgave people, He was a bright light showing us how God forgives people.

(Option: Display Story Image W1 05)

“When Jesus loved people, He was a bright light showing us how God loves people and how we can love people too.

“If our friend needs help learning to play a game, we can love like Jesus and help them.

“If our brother or sister knocks down our block tower, we can love like Jesus and forgive them.

“If our friend is sad, we can love like Jesus and ask them if they would like a hug. 

“I’m so glad God sent Jesus to be the Light of the World and show us how to love others. We can all love like Jesus. 
Who can love like Jesus?”

C H I L D R E N  A N D  L E A D E R :  “I can love like Jesus!”
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L E A D E R :  “Yes, I  can love like Jesus . [Transition]  Our story time is over (pick up and close Bible), but we’re not 
through. Let’s talk to God because God loves you!”

PRAYER
L E A D E R :  “God, thank You for sending Your Son, Jesus, to be our friend forever. Jesus showed us how to love others. 
Help us to be bright lights and love like Jesus everywhere we go. We love You. In Jesus’ name, we pray. Amen.

[Transition]  “And now it’s time for more Bible fun. There’s more to learn. Come on, everyone!”

					     Lead small group to the first activity.
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Gather children for a Large Group time that includes 
interactive Worship and the Bible Story. The Rug Script is 
written for those who pull their children to a rug (or area) 
to one side of their preschool space to tell the Bible Story.
