“When God Didn’t Answer” (Psalm 22:1 – 21) 
 
When Jesus was on the cross (Matt.27:46) he referred to 
Psalm 22. 
 
1. This was a significant word. 
    The seven last words of Christ. 
 
2. This was a significant question. 
    “Why have you abandoned me?” 
 
3. This was a significant quotation. 

a. David focused on the Lord (v.1-5). 
    i. He asked God “why?” 
   ii. He questioned unanswered prayer. 
  iii. He understood that God was holy. 
  iv. He knew what God had done. 
b. David focused on himself (v.6-18). 
 i. “I am a worm.” 
    ii. “I have depended on you.” 
   iii. “I am poured out like water.” 
   iv. “I am under attack.” 
c. David refocused on the Lord (v.19-21). 
 i. Don’t be far away. 
    ii. Rescue my life. Save me. 

 
Conclusion: 
• That’s a description of what happened when God didn’t 

answer. 
• The rest of the Psalm is different. 
• It is a description of what happens when God answers! 
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
