KNOW THE CASE OF YOUR SOUL 

 

Dearly beloved in the Lord, I earnestly desire to know the case of your 

souls and to understand that you have made sure work of heaven and 

salvation. Remember that it is by siege heaven is taken, and not by ease. 

The prize is free, but the race is not lightly won. Many there be who start 

toward heaven who fall on their back and win not up to the top of the 

mount. It plucks heart and legs from them and they sit down and give it 

over because the devil setteth a sweet-smelling flower (this vain world) to 

their nose, wherewith they are beguiled and so forget or refuse to go 

forward.

Set a low price upon all things but 

Christ, and cry down in your hearts the vain possessions of this world that 

will not comfort you when you get summons to remove and appear before 

your God and your Judge. 

Remember that when the race is ended, and the play either won or lost,
