Discussion Questions for Jesus Is Crucified for Us (Apr. 26, 2015)
1. In this message we learned that Jesus suffered outside the gates of Jerusalem to further symbolize the reality of our sins being removed. Read Lev.16 in its entirety. How many animals were used on the Day of Atonement? What did each animal in the ritual accomplish? Where were the bull and goat (not the scapegoat) burned?

2. Read Hebrews 13:9-14. What two groups are being contrasted in this passage? Why don’t those who trust in the temple have access to our “altar” (vs.10)? (Hint: “altar” from vs. 10 is probably a metonymy for Christ’s sacrifice.)

3. In light of Hebrews 13:9-14, what is the comparison that the writer of Hebrews is making between the sacrificial animals and Jesus? 

4. How would the writer of Hebrew’s exhortation challenge those who trusted in the temple (still standing when Hebrews was written) rather than Christ? How do these words challenge our culture today?
