Mark 4:30-32 And He said, “How shall we
picture the kingdom of God, or by what
parable shall we present it? It is like a mustard
seed, which, when sown upon the soil, though
it is smaller than all the seeds that are upon
the soil, yet when it is sown, it grows up and
becomes larger than all the garden plants and
forms large branches; so that the birds of the
air can nest under its shade.”

Ezekiel 17:22-23 Thus says the Lord God, “I
will also take a sprig from the lofty top of the
cedar and set it out; | will pluck from the
topmost of its young twigs a tender one and |
will plant it on a high and lofty mountain. On
the high mountain of Israel | will plant it, that it
may bring forth boughs and bear fruit and
become a stately cedar. And birds of every
kind will nest under it; they will nest in the
shade of its branches.

Mark 4:33-34 With many such parables He
was speaking the word to them, so far as they
were able to hear it; and He did not speak to
them without a parable; but He was explaining
everything privately to His own disciples.

Matthew 24:37-39 For the coming of the Son of
Man will be just like the days of Noah.
