Jesus Heads Toward Jerusalem

Mark 9:30-31 From there they went out and
began to go through Galilee, and He did not
want anyone to know about it. For He was
teaching His disciples and telling them, “The
Son of Man_is to be delivered into the hands of
men, and they will kill Him; and when He has
been killed, He will rise three days later.”




The Disciples Failure To Understand
Mark 9:10 They seized upon that statement,

discussing with one another what rising from
the dead meant.

Mark 9:32 But they did not understand this
statement, and they were afraid to ask Him.

Mark 9:34 But they kept silent, for on the way
they had discussed with one another which of
them was the greatest.

Applications

1. God was in control of Jesus’ death on the
cross, and the entire Trinity is responsible for
our salvation.

2. Jesus fulfills the Old Testament expectation
of God’s anointed being raised on the “third
day.”

3. We should learn to ask God for wisdom and
seek Him through the Scriptures.

1. God Was In Control Of Jesus’ Death

Mark 9:31a For He was teaching His disciples
and telling them, “The Son of Man is to be
delivered into the hands of men, and they will
kill Him...

Isaiah 53:6 All of us like sheep have gone
astray, each of us has turned to his own way;
But the LORD has caused the iniquity of us all
to fall on Him.

Romans 8:32 He who did not spare His own
Son, but delivered Him over(fonus all, how will
He not also with Him freely give us all things?

The Son delivered Himself over:

Ephesians 5:2 walk in love, just as Christ also
loved you and gave Himself up us, an
offering and a sacrifice to God as a fragrant
aroma.
