Additionally, we have a training room located in the back of the 
auditorium. This space was designed as a refuge in which to train your young 
children to both sit quietly and participate as appropriate throughout the service.   



DH and Emily Henry serve with Mission to the World (MTW), the missions ministry of the PCA 
usually associated with international missions. However, the Henry’s have been called to serve 
Christ by being missionaries to the Navajo Nation. In ministering to Native Americans, their call 
is not less cross-cultural than it would be if they had moved to the other side of the globe. The 
Henry family lives and ministers in Flagstaff, Arizona.
