HOMOSEXUALITY
• Facts


1. Minority—3.3% gay or lesbian; 4.4% bisexual (2021 US Census)



- “10%” from Kinsey’s flawed 1948 survey: 25% prison inmates, of which 44% had 

 
  homosexual sex in prison; actual stat was of white males for at least 3 years from ages 


  16-65, not entire life (females--5%)


2. Partners



- 0.6% of adults in homosexual marriage; 48% in heterosexual (Gallup 2021)



- <2% monogamous vs. 83% for heterosexuals (Homosexuality & Politics of Truth)


- Average lasts 18 months & has 8 other partners (AIDS Journal)


- Average of 50 vs. 4 for heterosexuals (Homosexuality & Politics of Truth)



- 60% have 250 or more; 28% have 1000 or more (Homosexualities)

3. Violence (1999 U.S. Justice Department & Matthew Shepard Hate Crime Bill)



- 13,740 male victims by gay partner



- 16,900 female victims by lesbian partner



- 1,558 homosexual victims by heterosexuals 



- DOJ 2021 “hate crimes”—race (62%), sexual orientation (20%), religion (13%)

• Explanation 

1. Unproven theories of genetics (nature--born that way)


-  If born that way, why heterosexual later? (15 therapies’ success rate rang37-77%) 


- 10-25% biological, rest psychological, & social factors (APA)


- Biological factor leads to option; not cause (like height & basketball)



2. Identity problem/nurture (Dr. Joseph Nicolosi; Exodus International)


- Until 1973, listed as mental disorder by APA; removed due to demonstrations & 


  threats (only ¼ of 25,000 members voted; 58% said to remove it); 69% said it was 


  disorder in 1977 random poll of 10,000 APA members (18% said it wasn’t; 13% 

 
  weren’t sure) & 70% said cause was inner conflict

3. Bonding problem with same-sex parent (looking for this lost love)


- Lack of love (physical or emotional affection)



- Inability to please



- Breakdown of male role modeling
• Recent findings (Love Thy Body by Nancy Pearcey)

1. Sexual fluidity means influence of culture & environment (like prison)



- 40% of gays, 48% of lesbians report heterosexual attraction in past year



- 25% of straight men, 50% of women report homosexual attraction in past year


2. Brain pathways influenced by experience & behavior


3. Feelings don’t define identity & aren’t reliable guide to God’s creation & purpose



- You can’t choose feelings; you can choose behavior & identity



- APA admits people are happiest when identity fits convictions
HOMOSEXUALITY & THE BIBLE

• Best comparison—don’t condone homosexuality like


1. Incest (still sinful even if it is consensual, long term, & monogamous)


2. Incest has stigma—cultural revulsion deters 


3. Incest, bestiality, prostitution, adultery—still viewed as sin (Le 18:1, 24; 19:29; 20:10) 
• Biblical view (ethical standard remains in OT & NT)

1. Creation—male/female in God’s image (Ge 1:26-28); become one flesh in marriage (Ge 2:18-24)


2. Prohibited in OT (Le 18:22) 

3. Punished in OT (Le 20:13) 


4. Prohibited in NT (Ro 1:26-27)



- Exchanged or metallasso & abandoned or aphiemi—deliberately leaving God’s design 



- Lusts or pathos & lust or orexis—controlling passions & desires



- Inner desires can’t be our guide (envy, hatred); God & His Word guide


5. Prohibited in NT (1 Co 6:9-11)

- Male prostitutes or malakoi—“soft men” were effeminate men playing role of women/castrated 
  men serving as women in temples; not used for boys



- Homosexual offenders or arsenokoitai—“male-bedders” or “men who lie with males” (either 


  child or adult) is 2 words from Le 18:22 & 20:13; also used in 1 Ti 1:10, translated as “perverts”



- Not contextually referring to rape or pagan temple worship



- Context against incest (1 Co 5:1), fornication, adultery, homosexuality (1 Co 6:9), & 


  prostitution (1 Co 6:15) like Le 18-20

• Jesus’ view of marriage (Mk 10:5-9)


1. Quotes (Ge 1:27 & 2:24)


2. Lifelong, sexual union of a male & female, instituted by God at creation

• Jesus’ silence on homosexuality


1. Silence isn’t approval—He didn’t mention incest & bestiality; are they not sin?


2. He came to fulfill the Law, not abolish it (Mt 5:17)


3. All NT Jews viewed porneia (sexual immorality) as incest, bestiality, prostitution, adultery, 

    homosexuality, & fornication

4. He was not gay; had agape love for John (Jn 13:23)



- Jonathan had ahaba love for David (2 Sa 1:26); covenant loyalty like God for Israel (Dt 7:9; 


  1 Sa 18:1-4; 20:42; 23:18)

• Non-biblical solutions


1. Rejection & unforgiveness



- Not unforgivable sin


2. Acceptance & unrepentance

- Loving God & others (Mk 12:28-31) includes obedience (Jn 14:15) & confronting (Le 19:17-18)

• Biblical solution


1. Addressing continual, unrepentant conduct


2. Process of deliverance (AA calls success managing the desire to drink) 



- Give up sexual practice—life expectancy (w/o AIDS) shorter by 33 years (1 Co 6:9-11)



- Find God's truth (Jn 8:31-36; 2 Pe 2:19)



- Take captive false reasoning (2 Co 10:5)



- Claim truth of Word, not feelings (2 Co 5:7, 17)



- Realize thoughts will continue in this battle (Mt 15:19-20; 2 Co 4:16)

3. Lifelong relationship with



- Christ--for forgiveness & freedom



- Congregation--for acceptance & love



- Counselor--for healing & adjustment


4. A disciple is a follower (Mk 8:34-35)



- Deny self, take up cross, & follow Jesus (not self-centered—Christ & other centered)

� William H. Masters (co-director of the Masters and Johnson Institute), Virginia E. Brown, and Robert C. Kolodny stated categorically in their work Human Sexuality: “The genetic theory of homosexuality has been generally discarded today.”


Robert Kronemeyer, in his work Overcoming Homosexuality, writes: “With rare exceptions, homosexuality is neither inherited nor the result of some glandular disturbance or the scrambling of genes or chromosomes. Homosexuals are made, not born ‘that way.’ I firmly believe that homosexuality is a learned response to early painful experiences and that it can be unlearned. For those homosexuals who are unhappy with their life and find effective therapy, it is ‘curable.’”


John DeCecco, professor of psychology at San Francisco State University and the editor of the 25-volume Journal of Homosexuality, expressed the same view in a USA Today article: “The idea that people are born into one type of sexual behavior is entirely foolish”…Homosexuality is “a behavior, not a condition, and something that some people can and do change, just like they sometimes change other tastes and personality traits.”
