Expose them with the light (11-14)

Put Off Put On

Don’t be one of them (7-10)

AND 

Don’t do what they do (11-14)



“Expose”

1. Evil doers hate the light because it exposes their deeds 
(Jn 3:20)

2. Convicting of sin (by Holy Spirit – Jn 16:8)

3. Reproving or rebuking sin (1 Tim 5:20; Titus 1:13; 2:15; 
2 Tim 4:2)

4. Refuting error (Titus 1:9)
