Sheep grazing in the Hill Country
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The angels identified Mary’s Babe as 
“Savior, who is Christ the Lord” (Luke 2:11)

› Christ – The Messiah 
promised in the Old 
Testament 

› Lord – He is both 
sovereign and divine, 
He is God

› Savior – Yahweh alone 
is Savior (Isa 43:3, 11)

Revelation 5:8-14 – Message

As the Lamb who takes away our 
sin, Jesus deserves our worship for 
all eternity 



The Lamb was slain for us

› “As a lamb before its shearers” (Acts 8:26-38; 
Isa 53:7-8)

› Jesus is the only Lamb able to take away our 
sin (Heb 10:4)

› Jesus has “released us from our sins by His 
blood” (Rev 1:5)



The Lamb is unblemished and spotless

› Animals sacrificed to God must be “without 
defect”

› Jesus “knew no sin” (2 Cor 5:21)

› He was “tempted in all things as we are yet 
without sin” (Heb 4:15)

› We were redeemed “with precious blood, as of a 
lamb unblemished and spotless, the blood of 
Christ” (1 Pet 1:18-19)

› Jesus redeemed us by shedding His blood (Heb 
9:11-12)



The Lamb was willing to die for us

› “A body You have prepared for Me…I have 
come…to do Your will, O God” (Heb 10:7, 9)

› Explained in Heb 10:10 



The Lamb gives us confidence to enter the 
holy place

› We “have confidence to enter the holy place” 
in heaven (Heb 10:19-22)

› Law of Moses couldn’t give us confidence

› Law pointed to Christ, the Lamb of God
