Application

Deadline

The deadline for current students to complete applications is April 1, 2020. New
students should apply as soon as possible and before the start of the school year.
Funds may not be available for late applicants. Grace Chapel will notify families
that complete applications by the deadline of April 1 of awards by July 1, 2020.

Tuition Awards
Tuition Assistance is awarded on the basis of the FACTS needs analysis. Students
are eligible for up to 50% of tuition in assistance.

Other Assistance Available

Academic Scholarships: The School Board will award up to two Academic Scholarships
per year per class for returning students entering 4h through 8" grade. These
scholarships are for $250 and are based on academic achievement and student
citizenship. Applications are available in the school office.

The Building Blocks Scholarship Foundation provides tuition assistance to
families who send their children to St. Louis Area Lutheran schools. Awards are
given to families who demonstrate the greatest need. Applications MUST be done
on-line through FACTS. The deadline for returning students is April 1. Grace
Chapel does not administer this program.
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
