Q: How does God accomplish His plan? 
 
Big Idea: Every event is under God’s sovereign control as He is personally 

involved in our lives.  
 
 
1. Jacob’s land where Joseph grew up was determined by God (Gen. 35:1, 6) 

Applicational Truth: God determined the context surrounding your

2. Joseph’s dreams were from God (Gen. 37:5-9) 

AT: Everything we have is from God (your talents, limitations, resources, 
family, etc.) 

 
 
 
 
 
 
3. The brothers’ increased hatred was caused by God’s revelation (Gen. 37:8, 10

-11)
