Q: What effects will unrepentant sin have in a person’s life? 
 
Big Idea: While unrepentant sin will haunt you all your days, Jesus 
seeks your repentance to heal you in all your ways 
 
 
The Punishment of Joseph’s Brothers’ Sins  

1. Sin accuses you of shame, leading to your imprisonment  
(vv. 8-24) 

 
 
 

2. Your unrepentant sins will find you out (vv. 21-22) 
 
 
 

3. Sin leads to further cover up (vv. 29-34) 
 
 
 

4. The consequences of sin affects others (vv. 36-38) 
 
 
 
 
The Solution for the Guilt of Sin 

1.  Take responsibility for your sin (vv. 21-22) 
 
 
 

2. God’s seeks to forgive sinners through gracious means (vv. 25-28) 
 
 
 

3. True freedom from the guilt of sin is only found through Jesus 
who paid for sin
