Big Idea: The church must live truthfully to display our unity  
 faithfully.  
 
The Why 

1. All truth is from God –  
Since God is the source of truth, truth can stand alone

2. Truth is universal –  
God’s moral truth applies to everyone and is not restricted

3. God’s truth transforms people –  
The church is a people transformed by the gospel truth, to
