3. His Presence Extends to the Corners of the Earth

4. His Presence Permeates the Darkness

a believer, even in the most difficult circumstances?

Why should Gods omnipresence cause you to live holy and blameless?

3. What pushes an individual to believe they can run away from the presence of the Lord
like Jonah?

4. Read 1 Kings 8:27 & Jeremiah 23:23-24, If God is everywhere it means that no thing
can contain him, how does this speak of his power?

5. How does the Lord being the ruler over hell speak of his wrath and justice?

6. Read v.9-10, How should God's presence being in the corners of the earth embolden
our hearts that God is one of the nations? Even in the most remote tribe the lord is
there.

7. See vs.12, how can we be comforted knowing that the darkest moments of our life are
not dark to our Lord?

8. Read Romans 8:38, 39; Matthew 28:20 Why should knowing the Lord will never leave
us bolster us in our endurance and remove fear from our hearts?
