God? Read Psalm 5:4–6, 11:4–7, and 94:1-7 
3.​ Why is it that God hates wickedness and evildoers?  
4.​ How does this Psalm paint a picture for God’s future judgment of evil?  
5.​ Why should the believer be unashamed of God's future judgment against the evildoer?  
6.​  Why is it important for parents to teach their children about the Justice and wrath of 

God against evil and wickedness?  
7.​ How can we guard our hearts from resentment when we read imprecatory psalms?
