1. Its design:

3. How it pointed to Christ:

LORD’S DAY DEVOTION AND QUESTIONS

As God began explaining to Moses about how Israel needed to build the Tabernacle, God began
with the details of the Ark of the Covenant. The fact that the Ark was the first item described
revealed its importance. God explained to Moses that the Ark was the place that would reveal his
presence and his mercy: “There I will meet with you, and from above the mercy seat, from between
the two cherubim that are on the ark of the testimony, I will speak with you about all that I will give
you in commandment for the people of Israel” (Exodus 25:22). The Lord used the Ark to point his
people to Christ, who came and dwelt among us and who revealed loving mercy by his sacrifice. J.V.
Fesko in his book, Christ and the Desert Tabernacle, explains the assurance we have by faith in Christ in
the New Covenant:

In the light of Christ’s sacrifice, we can enter into the presence of God without fear. We
no longer have to depend upon the yearly sacrifice on the Day of Atonement. We are no
longer restricted by the limitations of the high priest entering the holy of holies and
sprinkling blood upon the mercy seat. Instead, we have Christ, our great high priest, who
has entered the heavenly holy of holies and has shed his own precious blood so that we
may enter the presence of God. The author of Hebrews therefore writes: ‘Let us
therefore come boldly to the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy and find grace to
help in time of need’ (Heb. 4:16, NKJV). Through Christ and his sacrifice, we can obtain
the grace of forgiveness and God’s mercy. Christ is the propitiation for our sins: ‘In this is
love, not that we have loved God but that he loved us and sent his Son to be the
propitiation for our sins’ (1 John 4:10).

1. Why is it significant that the Ark was identified as God’s footstool on earth? (1 Chronicles 28:2;
Psalm 99:5)

2. Are you encouraged by the biblical theme of God’s dwelling with his people? What does it
reveal about God’s love for his people? How should it affect your attitude in worship each
Lord’s Day?

3. What is the comparison the author of Hebrews is making in Hebrews 9:11-14? Why was
Christ’s blood superior to the blood of the Old Covenant sacrifices?

4. Read Westminster Confession of Faith 8:1-8, which describes Christ’s mediation. How ought
Christ’s past and ongoing mediation comfort and embolden you daily?
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
