WHY IS THEOLOGY IMPORTANT?

The claim of Bishop Robert Barron — “if you're following your conscience sincerely, or in your case, you're
following the commandments of the law sincerely, yeah you can be saved.”

John 3:1-3



Now there was a man of the Pharisees named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews. 2 This man came to Jesus by
night and said to him, “Rabbi, we know that you are a teacher come from God, for no one can do these signs
that you do unless God is with him.” 3 Jesus answered him, “Truly, truly, | say to you, unless one is born again
he cannot see the kingdom of God.”

2. InJohn 3, Jesus tells Nicodemus “unless one is born again he cannot see the kingdom of God.”

3. InJohn | we read, “12 But to all who did receive him, who believed in his name, he gave the right to
become children of God, I3 who were born, not of blood nor of the will of the flesh nor of the will of
man, but of God.”

a. How is this different from being created in the image of God?
4. The New Testament closely connects baptism to union with Christ and teaches that baptism is a sign

and seal of regeneration.
