 1After six days Jesus took with him Peter and James, and John his brother, and led them up a high 
mountain by themselves. 2And he was transfigured before them, and his face shone like the sun, and 

his clothes became white as light. 3And behold, there appeared to them Moses and Elijah, talking 
with him. 4And Peter said to Jesus, “Lord, it is good that we are here. If you wish, I will make three 

tents here, one for you and one for Moses and one for Elijah.” 5He was still speaking when, behold, a 
bright cloud overshadowed them, and a voice from the cloud said, “This is my beloved Son, with 
whom I am well pleased; listen to him.” 6When the disciples heard this, they fell on their faces and 
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were terrified. 7But Jesus came and touched them, saying, “Rise, and have no fear.” 8And when they 
lifted up their eyes, they saw no one but Jesus only.

FAREWELL TO ALLELUIA 

It is an ancient custom in the Christian Church that a “farewell to Alleluia” be sung at the close of the 

liturgy on the Sunday before Ash Wednesday.  Traditionally “Alleluia” is not sung through the 
penitential season of Lent, symbolizing our voluntary restraint of praise.  We don’t hear it again until 
it bursts forth suddenly in our Easter worship, celebrating Jesus’ glorious resurrection from the 
dead.  This 11th-century hymn, translated by John Mason Neale, is a traditional farewell to Alleluia.  

During the singing of the hymn, please face the Alleluia banner as it is removed from the Sanctuary.  
It will not reappear until the Great Vigil of Easter.
