SUNDAY 10/26/25THE SHEKINAH 
GLORY OF GOD

Shekinah Glory: It is a visible, radiant manifestation of 
divine presence. It comes from a Hebrew word meaning 
“to cause to dwell. It is a divine visitation of the presence 
or dwelling of Jehovah God on human beings. It is the 
dwelling place of the Almighty God amongst men.

Definition: While not found directly in Scripture, the term was 
coined by rabbis to describe the visible splendor of God appearing 
in the Tabernacle and Temple.
Manifestations: In the Old Testament, it appeared as a pillar of 
cloud/fire to guide the Israelites, and it filled the Holy of Holies.
Theological Meaning: It is God’s desire to live among His people 
(immanence) rather than being a distant, transcendent deity. 

Exodus 40:34 Then a cloud covered the tent of the congregation, and 
the glory of the Lor Filled the tabernacle. 
 

Luke 2:8-11 “And there were in the same country shepherds abiding in 
the field, keeping watch over their flock by night. And, lo, the angel 
of the Lord came upon them, and the glory of the Lord shone round 
about them: and they were sore afraid.

The term is often used to describe supernatural,  
light-filled experiences of God’s glory.

New Testament: The Word Became flesh and Dwelt among us.
Today: The Holy Spirit dwells in us.

1. Exodus 13:21-22 The pilar of cloud and pillar of fire.
2. Exodus 24:16-17. Glory of the Lord rested on Mt. Sinai.
3. Exodus 29:42-46; 40:34-35. The Glory resided in the Holy of
Holies where the Ark of the Covenant was kept
4. I Samuel 2 thru 4. The Shekinah Glory left the tabernacle.  
(When Ark of Covenant was stolen by Philistines)
5. I Kings 8:1-13 When temple was built and Ark of Covenant was
brought into the Temple, the Shekinah Glory filled the Temple.
6. Ezekiel 10:1-22 – Ezekiel’s vision of the Shekinah leaving the
Temple, and the impending Judgment due to Israel’s sin.
7. Matthew 1:20-23 – Gabriel announces the imment birth of Jesus.
You shall call his name Emmanuel “God with Us”.
8. Luke 8:11. The angel of the lord to the shepherds:  
“And the Glory of God shone round about them”

John 1:14 - And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us,  
and we beheld His glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the 
Father, full of grace and truth.
John 14:26-27 – The comforter will come and teach you
Acts 1:4-8 Ye shall receive Power
Romans 8:9-11 – Christ dwells in you
Eph. 1:13-14 – Sealed with the Holy Spirit to the Praise of His Glory
