JEHOVAH MACHSI

Ma’oz - in Hebrew, means “my 
stronghold” or “my place of refuge.”

Machsi - comes from the Hebrew word machseh,
meaning “refuge, shelter, a place of trust.” When joined
with Jehovah, it declares: “The Lord is my safe place.”

It shows that God is our unshakable refuge, a place 
of safety in times of trouble. The name of Yahweh 

as a fortress primarily carries three meanings: 
refuge, strength, and safety.

Yahweh, My Fortress, is our solid and 
unshakable foundation, the place where we can 

stand firm with unwavering confidence.

Unlike human protection, which is temporary  
and unreliable, the protection of our God,  

Yahweh, is firm and eternal.

JEHOVAH MA’OZ,

Jehovah Machsi is not a temporary shelter—
He’s a strong and lasting refuge. He doesn’t 

just hide you from trouble; He surrounds you 
with love, peace, and power in the middle 

of it. Even when the storm doesn’t stop, His 
presence becomes your calm. You don’t have 

to be fearless you just have to be sheltered.

“The Lord has become my refuge, and my God the
rock of my refuge.” – Psalm 94:22

Are we hiding behind Him? Using Him 
when needed? Or are we hidden in Him? 
Receiving from Him daily?

Throughout the Psalms, God is called our  
refuge dozens of times (Psalm 46:1, Psalm 
91:2). In every case, the message is clear:  
God doesn’t  just send help. He is the help!
