GREATNESS NEVER COMES DILEMMA
FROM OUR COMFORT ZONES

Making an impact on the world for the
kingdom requires getting out of our
comfort zone, remembering what God
can do, and relying on what He has said.

“ISome time later God tested Abraham. He said to him, “Abraham!”
“Here I am,” he replied. 2 Then God said, “Take your son, your only son,
whom you love—Isaac—and go to the region of Moriah. Sacrifice him there
as a burnt offering on a mountain I will show you.” Genesis 22:1-2

‘ ABRAHAM' S SUPREME TEST

“By faith Abraham, when God tested him, offered Isaac
as a sacrifice. He who had embraced the promises was about to
sacrifice his one and only son,” Hebrews 11:17

- God asked Abraham to sacrifice, his only son
(the son of promise).

- God wanted Abraham to travel to Moriah and build
an altar of stone on the mountain.

- He would then make a platform of wood on the stones.

- There he would tie Isaac down with ropes and present
him as a sacrifice.

- Finally, he would light the wood and burn his son’s
body and present him as an offering to God.



“even though God had said to him, “It is through Isaac that
your offspring will be reckoned.” Hebrews 11:18

- God had told Abraham to offer Isaac and Abraham
was fully prepared to do it.

- God promised to bring forth offspring through Isaac.

- Abraham obeys the command not knowing how God
will bring it to pass. He left the “how” to God!

- God was prepared to solve the “how” in his own way.

‘ ABRANAM'S TRIUMPH

“Abraham reasoned that God could even raise the dead, and so
in a manner of speaking he did receive Isaac back from death.” Hebrews 11:19

“He said to his servants, “Stay here with the donkey while I and the boy go over
there. We will worship and then we will come back to you.” Genesis 22:5

- Abraham offered his son.
- Isaac carried the wood.

- Isaac was laid on the altar

- Abraham was willing to put his son to death.

- The ram was offered in the place of Isaac.

- Abraham received his son back “from the dead.”

‘ GOD'S INCREDIBLE REVELATION

“13 Abraham looked up and there in a thicket he saw a ram caught by its horns.
He went over and took the ram and sacrificed it as a burnt offering instead of his
son. ' So Abraham called that place The LORD Will Provide. And to this day
it is said, “On the mountain of the LORD it will be provided.” Genesis 22:13-14
