MARKET STUDY FINDINGS

POTENTIAL FOR NEW MINISTRY & CHURCH PLANT

After approval in our August Voters Meeting, and with the
recommendation of the LCMS Missouri District, King of Kings
contracted with THK Associates, to complete a comprehensive
market study on the feasibility opportunities of a new early
childhood center. This new early childhood center has the
potential for our church to launch a new church plant.

THK recently completed the study within the approved cost
($12,500) and the study has been reviewed by the Long Range
Planning Committee. The comprehensive study reviewed the
Fourteen County Kansas City MSA (Metropolitan Statistical
Area). Clay and Platte counties were the best performing
counties and an area within each county was identified with
the most potential. After diligent research on each target area,
the study concluded that the target area within Clay to be the
best prospect for an early childhood center.

TARGET AREA 2 - CLAY COUNTY

LOCATION: 169 square miles, bounded by Holt and Excelsior
Springs to the North and East, I-435 & Hwy 69 to the South
and Hwy 169 to the West

GROWTH: Gowing 4.5 % annual growth*
HOUSEHOLDS: Increasing 5% per year*
HOUSEHOLD INCOME: $92,176 (9% higher than Platte)

OPPORTUNITY: Significant opportunity in the vicinity of
Liberty North High School where home building is ongoing.

CASH FLOW ANALYSIS: Tuition and fees would be suffi-
cient to cover all operational costs if modeled as a for-profit
preschool/day care, similar to Talented Tots.

The Long Range Planning Committee is in the process of
developing the next steps and will continue to provide reports
of progress and recommendations for action. A special thank
you to Lee Meyer for leading the efforts in negotiating the THK
contract and serving as point person for this study.

*Significantly higher than the rest of the Kansas City Fourteen County MSA
and 1.5x more than Target Area #1.
