Missionary Update from the McCunes:




Ken and Lori McCune were sent out by Lake Murray to Peru in the field of
missionary aviation back in 1980. Some years later they became field directors for
SAM in Bolivia and served there. Due to some health issues they returned to the
States where they found that knowing the Hispanic language and culture was very
helpful in reaching these people here. They planted several churches in the
Idaho/Wyoming area that are still going. They have been heavily involved in
discipleship there. Now, forty years after sending them off, the McCunes are
retiring effective July 1. Pray for this transition for them and pray that God will
continue to raise up people to preach the gospel.
