The Session, with advice from the COVID Team, has been deliberating for some time over the 
mandatory masking policy. Our desire since the beginning of the pandemic was to offer the 
opportunity for the greatest numbers of us to worship together with the least risk of infection.  
We are very thankful to have achieved that goal so far! Now, happily, due to decreased incidence 
of the virus in our area, the persistent sufficiency of hospital capacity, and the high level of 
vaccination among our congregation, as well as other factors, we are pleased to make the 
following revision to our policy:  

1. The 8:30 a.m. worship service will be the only gathering in which masking is required.  If you  
    attend this service, please abide by this policy. 
   
2. In all other gatherings of the church, the 10:30 a.m. worship service, youth group meetings, all  
    Sunday School classes, and the nursery, masking will be recommended, not required.     

We will continue to monitor the COVID situation in our area and consider potential impact on 
our flock. Further adjustments in policies will be carefully considered accordingly as the health 
situation changes. Please continue to monitor yourself and family for any respiratory symptoms 
prior to services and activities and be considerate of the risks to others you may encounter, if you 
participate.
