Teachers (Age 18 and older)

James teaches in James 3:1 that all teachers of the Word will be held to a higher
standard of accountability. We believe this is also true of our children’s teachers. Our
teachers may not all have teaching credentials, but all of them do have a passion for
teaching our children and we try to have fewer teachers so our children have more
consistency. For this reason, we ask that our teachers be regular attending members
of Legacy Church. Our teachers also meet regularly with our ministry leaders to be
trained and disciplined so that they can be healthy and equipped to teach our
children.

Expectations
» Serve from September — May.
+ Serve 1-2 weeks a month.
» Be members in good standing at Legacy Church.
+ Attend pre-service meeting their week of service.
« Attend regular trainings.
» Pray regularly for their students.

Assistants (Age 14 and older)

We have a 2 workers per classroom and depend upon our assistants volunteers to
not only assist the teachers in our classes, but to help keep our kids well supervised.
Assistants will participate in semi-annual trainings.

Expectations

» Serve for one year.

« Serve at least once a month or once every other month.
» Be regular attenders of Legacy Church.

+ Attend pre-service meeting their week of service.

« Attend semi-annual trainings.

* Pray for the children in their care.

Helpers

Our helpers are our students in fourth grade or older who have shown great
character and ability to work with our younger children. They are also held to high
standards of behavior and maturity. Not every older child is qualified for this, and
helpers must show above and beyond ability to serve well in our children’s ministry.

Expectations
» Be well behaved and show by example in the classroom.
+ Attend one “Helper” training.

Check-In

Our check-in volunteer helps get our families checked in each week. They arrive
early to set out the check in box, and help pack it up at the end of the morning. They
help new families get connected and understand where to go. This is so important
as it allows our other leaders and volunteers to be freed up to work with the arrival of
students in their classrooms.

Expectations
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» Serve for one year.

» Serve once a month.

* Be regular attenders of Legacy Church.

» Attend annual Legacy Children’s Discipleship Ministry volunteer meeting.
« Arrive 15 minutes prior to service set up check in table.

« Pack up check-in materials after church.

requirements:

Attend Legacy Church for at least 3 months.

Attend worship services regularly and consistently.

(Teachers Only) Be a member in good standing of Legacy Church.

Complete the volunteer application with reference checks.

Complete a criminal background check (Age 18 and older).

Complete MinistrySafe Sexual Abuse Awareness Training (Age 18 and
older).

(New Volunteers) Complete an interview with a member of the Legacy
Church Staff.
